Junior Thespian Officer Requirements

1. You must have been an active JRT member for at least one year prior to elections to apply to be a Officer and you must be an 8th grader next year.

2. You must abide by the JRT constitution, the ITS Honor Code, and the policies of Denver School of the Arts in order to be a Officer. 

3. You must be able to meet every Monday during lunch 

4. If you are elected into a thespian officer position you must fulfill the duties that your position calls for. You must be kind and respectful to all—thespians or non-thespians—including people of different ages and majors. 

5. If you are elected thespian officer you MUST attend the following events, unless you have notified your troupe director of the need to be absent at least one month prior to the event or as soon as you are aware that you have a conflict.  Connection Officer needs to only to be at the starred* events:

1. Summer Officer Retreat (Beginning of June OR Start of School)

2. Beginning of the year all major mandatory meeting (Aug 18.)

3. Drama Dash (Aug 27)

4. New Student Meeting Orientation (beginning of Dec)

5. *Junior Thespian Inductions (usually first week of November)

6. New student auditions/callbacks (two weeks in Jan.)

7. Theatre Banquet (late May)

8. *Cabaret (dates TBA but usually in Nov and April)

9.  *Holiday Parties (during lunches in Oct, Dec, Feb, Mar, and April/May)

6. You must follow these requirements in order to apply for and/or become a thespian officer.
